Obama

Seeks “common ground” efforts to reduce
abortions by increasing education, health
care, and economic supports for women,
children, and families.

McCain

Believes making abortion illegal is the best
way to address the abortion issue. Sup-
ports legal abortion in cases of rape, incest,
and when the mother’s life is in danger.
Supports using taxpayer funds for embry-
onic stem cell research. Supports the death
penalty.

Voted against legislation that would have
explicitly banned the CIA from
using torture in interrogations.

Supports preserving President Bush’s
across-the-board tax cut, with the largest
cuts reserved for wealthy Americans. Has
led efforts to minimize government oversight
and regulation of financial markets.
